A buzzing noise coming from your electrical panel
or breaker box could signal a serious issue. It
might indicate malfunctioning equipment, loose
connections, or overloading, which could …
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The buzzing sound can indicate a potential
electrical hazard, such as a short circuit,
overheating, or arcing. If left unaddressed, these
issues can lead to electrical shocks, fires, or even
