Cable tray length is selected based on the load to
be supported, the distance between the supports
(also referred to as the span), and handling and
installation constraints.

To avoid transverse bending at higher loads, a
joint plate must be used for tray widths of 400 mm
or more in the joint area of the cable trays that are
to be connected.

It is designed for mechanical support and strain
relief in long runs of cable and creates a smooth
gradual bend for cable. Rail and stringer material
is 16 ga steel tubing.
